The aim of the Colloquium is 

to gather recent studies concerning the subject of the conference in order to enable a lively debate 

amongst researches from different disciplines and to emphasize not only the international scope of 

Panvinio’s importance, but also the various interdisciplinary approaches the Augustinian erudite from 

Verona himself was practicing during his lifetime.
